Winter Waves Scarf by Selina Lovell
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This pattern uses a simple repeating crossed cable stitch to produce a slightly ‘smocked’ effect, producing a thick cosy scarf to snuggle up in on cold wintry days. It is then decorated with buttons to add a contemporary feel.

Finished Size

Approximately 142cm in length and 14cm wide.

Materials

Alpaca Baby Aran weight yarn x 3 balls

4mm (8UK) needles

one small cable needle

22 medium size buttons & 10 small size buttons (choose colour to complement the natural colour of the yarn)

Gauge

It is not essential to knit a tension square as this is a scarf but to get a scarf the size above use the following: tension 22 sts x 30 rows = 10mm x 10mm square, if more stitches use larger needles, if less use smaller needles.

Pattern

Cast on 43 stitches and continue with stitch pattern as follows:

Row 1: K1, P2, (K4,P4) to the last 7 stitches, K4, P2, K1

Row 2: P1, K2, (P4,K4) to last 7 stitches, P4, K2, P1

Row 3: K1, (Cr4B, Cr4F) repeat to last stitch, K1

Row 4 & 6: P3, (K4, P4) to last 7 stitches, K4, P3

Row 5: K3, (P4, K4) to last 7 stitches, P4, K3

Row 7: K1, (Cr4F, Cr4B) repeat to last stitch, K1

Row 8: as second row

Repeat these eight rows until scarf is desired length then cast off in pattern. Stitch buttons in a random pattern on each end or follow photograph for guidance.

Wait for a cold day and snuggle up!
